a. Capital Expense Request:  Water and Sewer Director, Mr. Trip Peak
requested funds to purchase a new rigid sewer camera.  The request 
comes with a recommendation from the Finance Committee.  The cost is
under the capital expenditure amount in the budget.  All voted aye.
             Old Business: 
a. Resolution #110618 Fairfield Water & Sewer Authority Formation
Town Utility Attorney, John Fantry explained the resolution resolves the creation and governing bodies of the board for the Water & Sewer Authority.
The Resolution also rescinds the earlier Resolution adopted last year.
Mr. Fantry stated the next step was for Council to be considering who 
Council desires to serve on the board.  Council stated they would like
to talk to some of the other water authorities within the state to learn
more about formation of the Authority and operations of the Authority.
Mr. Fantry will contact several authorities to set up a meeting.  Councilman
John McMeekin made a motion to adopt the Resolution 110618 as presented.
Councilwoman Janice Bartell-Prather seconded the motion.  All voted aye.
